Ascension of the Lord 
 
 The fortieth day after Easter Sunday, commemo-
rates the Ascension of Christ into heaven, accord-
ing to Mark:16:19, Luke:23:51, and Acts:I:2. In the 
Eastern Church this feast was known as analepsis 
(the taking up) and as the episozomene (the salva-
tion). The terms used in the West, ascensio and 
ascensa, signify that Christ was raised up by His 
own powers. Mount Olivet, near Bethany, is desig-
nated as the place where Christ left the earth. The 
feast falls on Thursday, and it is one of the most 
solemn in the calendar, ranking with the feasts of 
the Passion, Easter and Pentecost. 
  
The day celebrates the completion of the Lord's 
work for our salvation, the pledge of our glorification 
with Christ, and His entry into heaven with our hu-

Pentecost Sunday 

 
Pentecost, "the fiftieth day") is one of the 
prominent feasts in the Christian liturgical 
year, celebrated the 49th day (7 weeks) af-
ter Easter Sunday (the tenth day after As-
cension Thursday). Historically and symboli-
cally related to the Jewish harvest festival of 
Shavuot, it commemorates the descent of 
the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and other 
followers of Jesus as described in the Book 
of Acts, Chapter 2.

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National Day of Prayer

The National Day of Prayer is a day designated by the United States Congress as a 
day when all Americans regardless of faith are asked to come together and pray in their 
own way. It is held on the first Thursday in May. The "National Day of Prayer" Task 
Force coordinates many local observances of the National Day of Prayer, however, it is 
an independent non-profit organization and does not act on behalf of the federal govern-
ment. 
 

History 
There have been several national days of prayer in the U.S. before the day was made 
official in 1952. The Continental Congress issued a day of prayer in 1775 to designate 
"a time for prayer in forming a new nation". Thomas Jefferson argued however, that al-
though individual religious organizations had the right to designate a day of prayer, the 
U.S. government should not have that right. 
 
On April 17, 1952, President Harry S. Truman signed a bill proclaiming the National Day 
of Prayer into law. It was in 1972 that the National Prayer Committee was formed. It 
went on to create the National Day of Prayer Task Force, with the intended purpose of 
coordinating events for the National Day of Prayer. In 1988, President Ronald Reagan 
signed a bill into law decreeing that the National Day of Prayer should be held on the 
first Thursday of May. 
 
The intention of the National Day of Prayer was always that it would be a day when 
members of all faiths could pray together in their own way. It would involve Christians, 
Jews, Muslims, Buddhists, Hindus, Aboriginals, Zoroastrians, Bahá'ís, Satanists, Pa-
gans and all others, of any faith or of no organized religion, who had a religious faith and 
wished to participate.[

similarity. One case was the phrase “God be with you”, which today is just good-bye. So perhaps 
Good Friday was originally God’s Friday. But perhaps we call it Good Friday because all that tragedy
